Product
Silicone Free Lubricant has been developed as an alternative to silicone spray for use as a mould release, textile machine spray or general purpose lubricant for areas where silicone cannot be tolerated or must not be used.

Application
Silicone Free Lubricant is a vegetable oil based lubricant which is suitable for many types of mould releasing processes over a wide range of operating temperatures. It is used extensively in the textile industry as a machine lubricant and also to put slip where it is needed to facilitate the easier movement of yarns and fabrics.

Silicone Free Lubricant contains no silicone additives (which affect the adhesion of many coatings), it is therefore ideal for applications which have to undergo further processing such as painting, printing, dyeing, lacquering or galvanising. It is easily removed by normal washing/degreasing techniques. Silicone Free Lubricant is colourless, odourless and as such is safe on most surfaces such as metal, plastic, glass, rubber, wood and paintwork.

Method of Use

Dependant upon application, Silicone Free Lubricant should be sprayed onto the surface from 15cm (6 inches) to 25cm (10 inches), if required buff with a clean cloth.
Handling and Storage Considerations
Whilst handling Silicone Free Lubricant, we advise to keep away from heat, sparks and open flames and to use the aerosol in well ventilated areas. Silicone Free Lubricant needs to be stored at moderate temperatures in dry, well ventilated areas and must not be exposed to direct sunlight or temperatures above 50°C.
